F. B. Meyer puts it in his commentary on this verse: “We are blinded by sin, and cannot believe
that God is ready to forgive. We think that we must induce Him to forgive, by tears, promises of
amendment, religious observances.... Oh, clasp this word to your heart! Say it over and over
again — ‘Ready to forgive, ready to forgive!’” “You have fallen a hundred times, and are
ashamed to come to God again; it seems too much to expect that He will receive you again. But
He will, for He is ready to forgive.”

| also love the statement by David, v. 5b abounding in love to all who call to You. (N1V) God’s
love is for all who call to Him. It is not for a select few. It is not for a chosen group. It is for all
who call on Him.
