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Ps. 50:1, “The Mighty One, God the LORD, has spoken and called the earth from the rising of 

the sun to its going down.” 

 

There is no doubt that when God speaks, things happen. He spoke the universe into being. He 

spoke, and there was light. He spoke and the earth and its surroundings appeared. It is interesting 

to remember what John 1:1-3 states: “In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with 

God, and the Word was God. He was with God in the beginning. Through Him all things were 

made; without Him nothing was made that has been made.” 

  

I recall as a high school student; we did a play called Li’l Abner. This play was based on a family 

of hillbillies that cartoonist Al Capp had created. One of the central characters was a tiny-in-

stature granny named Mammy Yokum. She basically ran the family and would make sure that 

everyone knew who was in charge. Her famous line would come out quite frequently when she 

was challenged on any situation. She would then say, “I has spoken!” And with that, everyone 

knew what she had said was to be done. 

 

I can tell you that when God speaks, it is done! He is the Mighty One, God the LORD. And, 

when He does speak, Heaven and Earth, and all of creation will bow to His command. There will 

come a day very soon, when the Word of God, Jesus, will be exalted and every knee will bow, in 

heaven, on earth, and under the earth; and every tongue will confess that Jesus Christ is LORD to 

the glory of God the Father.
