Ps. 73:26 My flesh and my heart may fail, but God is the strength of my heart and my portion 

forever. 

 

The Psalmist makes a profound statement in this simple verse. He reminds us of our frailty and 

of our LORD’s power. It is like Paul’s statement in his second letter to the church in Corinth. 2 

Cor. 12:10 That is why, for Christ’s sake, I delight in weaknesses, in insults, in hardships, in 

persecutions, in difficulties. For when I am weak, then I am strong.

We will come up short. We will miss the mark. It is embedded in our sinful nature. We simply 

cannot be perfect.
